Course Objectives:
e Students will understand the essential elements of a novel.
e Students will learn how to analyze and interpret key literary devices in novels.
e Students will develop critical thinking and communication skills through discussions and
written reflections.

Course Description:

Students will move to more sophisticated kinds of reading strategies as they become
more independent learners. The class focuses on reading engaging literary selections over a
variety of topics as well as at least one of the novels listed below, and they will showcase their
learning through projects and activities. Students are encouraged to continue to develop their
own reading interests through regular use of the library and to see reading as a lifelong pursuit.

Behavior Policy:

Assignments turned in within 24 hours of being
due will receive 75% credit. Work turned in after 24 hours will receive 50% credit.

Extra credit is available by winning the quarterly daily challenge competition and
donating one full-sized box of tissues. Each of these efforts will add 1% to your final
grade.

Assignments given before a student’s absence and due on the day of the absence, are to
be immediately submitted when the student returns to school.

Students are allowed 2 days to make up work for each day missed, should an assignment
be given during their absence.

Students will not be given credit for assignments on which they cheat or help others
cheat. Cheating includes plagiarism.

Classroom Rules:

It is your responsibility to set up tables at the beginning of class and take them down at
the end. Work out a schedule with your tablemates so everyone does their fair share.

No candy or food in the classroom.

You may bring a drink to class in a container with a lid. Remember, if you make a mess,
you clean it up.

You will NOT leave the room during regular class time. The only exceptions to this rule
are to see the nurse or go to the office.

The classroom door will remain locked at all times. KNOCK if you need to enter.
Bring all necessary materials to class.
