in‌ ‌an‌ ‌envelope.‌  ‌When‌ ‌sending‌ ‌money,‌ ‌please‌ ‌state‌‌ 
what‌ ‌the‌ ‌money‌ ‌is‌ ‌for‌ ‌and‌ ‌your‌ ‌child’s‌ ‌account‌ ‌number‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌front‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌envelope‌‌ 
and‌ ‌‌place‌ ‌it‌ ‌in‌ ‌your‌ ‌child’s‌ ‌bulldog‌ ‌folder.‌ ‌

discussion‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌action‌ ‌and‌ ‌consequence.‌ ‌I‌ ‌will‌ ‌communicate‌ ‌to‌ ‌you‌ ‌regarding‌ ‌discipline‌‌ 
discussions‌ ‌with‌ ‌your‌ ‌child‌ ‌through‌ ‌emails,‌ ‌notes‌ ‌home‌ ‌and/or‌ ‌phone‌ ‌calls.‌  ‌In‌ ‌the‌ ‌event‌ ‌of‌ ‌a‌‌ 
major‌ ‌inappropriate‌ ‌behavior‌ ‌or‌ ‌action,‌ ‌the‌ ‌child‌ ‌and‌ ‌teacher‌ ‌will‌ ‌notify‌ ‌the‌ ‌parent‌ ‌immediately‌‌
